17" Street Pedestrian Lighting & Beautification Project

The Cheyenne Downtown Development Authority (DDA) is submitting the

17" Street Pedestrian Lighting & Beautification Project for consideration as a

6" Penny project for the 2012 election. Total estimated project cost is $1,960,000.00.
The 17" Street Pedestrian Lighting & Beautification Project applies to four (4) blocks of
17™ Street, between Pioneer Avenue and Warren Avenue.

The 17" Street Pedestrian Lighting & Beautification Project is a significant revitalization
project for the core of downtown Cheyenne, enhancing the right-of-ways on 17" Street to address
safety, infrastructure, and beautification concerns in the business core. These enhancements will
create a dining and retail district with special amenities, increasing pedestrian traffic and
changing the atmosphere for the entire downtown core. These improvements will also assist in
making downtown buildings with rapidly declining lease rates more attractive to potential
businesses and developers, and will drive economic development of the downtown core.

This project includes:

* Commercial Overhead Lighted Canopy, used in several other downtown lighting
applications, including Fort Collins Alleyways,

* 300 LED Bulbs per Block approximately using the power of one 300 Watt Bulb,

* Low maintenance commercial lights with bulbs having 5 to 10 years of life,

* Commercial Light Poles, which also have the capacity to host a pedestrian light, banners and
flower baskets,

* Pole Speakers and wireless system to play music during evenings and holidays.

* Sidewalk, Curb & Gutter Repair & Replacement to address pedestrian safety hazards and
remove and unsightly concrete issues,

* Infrastructure to close 17" Street for events and including provisions for bands and vendors,

* DDA Streetscape — Trees, Tree irrigation, Tree Grates, Paver Bands, Paver Squares,
Benches, Trashcans, Banners and Planters.

What benefits will the these improvements on 17" Street provide to the community?

* A dramatic change to downtown Cheyenne.
* Increased pedestrian traffic and walk-ability in downtown Cheyenne,

* An overhead lighted canopy creating a new sense of place,

* Increased lighting for pedestrians to increase the feeling of security and safety,

* A lighting effect that will visually knit both sides of the street together, creating visual density,
* A lighting effect that is energy efficient, long lasting and low maintenance.

* An inviting atmosphere for the restaurants and retailers on a core downtown street.

* Appealing sidewalks and curbs that are safe and comfortable to stroll on,

* Space that will be appealing to new businesses and restaurants.
* Music to add to the evening’s appeal and to holiday festivities.
* New trees to add shade and atmosEhere to 17" Street.
